Workspace Studio
Introduced in Version 10, the Workspace Studio 
delivers a new, innovative way to troubleshoot net-
work issues by providing an environment where you 
can deploy, group, and connect the network man-
agement tools you need. Drag, drop, and arrange 
tools on the Workspace Studio tabs to fit the way 
you work and the way you handle common situa-
tions – like troubleshooting the Internet gateway or 
investigating the switches on your LAN. 

The Workspace Studio also provides access to 
“help” items such as the shared credentials data-
base, software version information, product sup-
port and admin guides. In addition, you can search Thwack, Solarwinds user community, directly from the 
Workspace Studio. Get help and insight from the community with a click of your mouse!

IP Network Browser
IP Network Browser is an incredibly fast network discovery application that provides you with extensive data 
across a broad range of vendors’ networking devices. Information is collected via ICMP and SNMP locally 
or on a remote network thousands of miles away.  IP Network Browser scans a single IP, IP address range, 
or subnet and displays network devices as they are discovered in real time, providing you with immediate 
access to detailed information about the devices on your network.

NetFlow Realtime Tool
The NetFlow Realtime tool captures and analyzes Cisco NetFlow 
data in real time to show you what kind of traffic is traveling 
through the network, where it’s coming from, and where it’s 
going. Best of all, it takes the guess work out of diagnosing traffic 
spikes and stores up to one hour of Cisco NetFlow data.  With 
the NetFlow Realtime tool, you can display inbound and outbound 
traffic separately for granular analysis and troubleshooting. You 

can even view the last 5 to 60 minutes of flow data broken out by applications, conversations, domains, 
endpoints, and protocols. That way you know exactly how your bandwidth is being used and by whom.

IP Address Management
The IP Address Management application in Engineer’s Toolset automates IP address management and puts 
an end to outdated spreadsheets. This powerful application automatically determines which IP addresses 
are in use or not in use, and how long it has been since they have been used. The IP Address Management 
tool also supports SNMP to perform auto-network discovery, providing a wealth of detailed network 
management information. Throw away the Excel® spreadsheets and let SolarWinds help organize your IP 
addresses today!

TFTP Server

executable images and configurations to routers and switches. SolarWinds TFTP Server is a robust, easy-
to-use solution that helps thousands of network engineers with projects ranging from single file transfers to 
large network auditing projects.

Network Performance Monitor gives you the ability to monitor and track the availability of dozens of 
network devices directly from your desktop – and always be the first to know of a network outage.  With 
Network Performance Monitor, you can concurrently monitor critical devices on small to midsize networks 
via ICMP and SNMP. Plus, this powerful tool not only performs network performance monitoring of your 
network nodes, but also provides visual alert indicators and audible alarms and sends e-mail messages 
when devices fail. 

NetFlow Configurator
SolarWinds NetFlow Configurator is an easy-to-use tool for remotely and quickly configuring NetFlow 
v5 via SNMP on supported Cisco® devices. NetFlow Configurator also facilitates setting up collectors 
for NetFlow data, specifying the ports on which the collectors are listening, and enabling monitoring of 
inbound and outbound (ingress/egress) traffic data per interface.

Advanced Subnet Calculator Perform classful subnet calculations, Classless Inter-Domain Routing (CIDR) 

calculations, and DNS resolution. 

DNS Audit Locate DNS database errors and validate forward and reverse resolution of 
domain names.

DNS/WhoIs Resolver Look up and report on domain names, URLs, IP addresses, network addresses, 
and e-mail addresses.

IP Network Browser Perform network discovery on a single subnet or a range of subnets using 
ICMP and SNMP.

MAC Address Discovery Scan subnets and construct a table relating IP addresses to MAC address, 
DNS, and manufacturer address.

Neighbor Map Create a visual map of CDP and LLDP neighbors.

Trace Route Trace the route of a network path from your computer to any other device.

Wake-On-LAN Generate a “Magic Packet” to remotely power on PCs attached to networks.

WAN Killer Generate random traffic on your Wide Area Network (WAN), adjusting circuit 
bandwidth and the percent of load.
